Third-generation musician Naughton picked up his first
guitar at age seven, discovering a love of all three Kings - Albert,
Freddie, and B.B. Adapting tricks of the trade by studying Lonnie
Knight, Tim Waters, and Gus Dewey, Naughton was also influenced
by T-Bone Walker, Albert Collins, and Robert Johnson. Naughton's
expression, raw inflection, and unique guitar riffs interpret and
ressurect the bold flavors of Hendrix, Stevie Ray Vaughan, and
Johnny Winter. Over the years, Naughton has continued to push the
limits of genre and soul... and has yet to set down his guitar.

Naughton has built a reputation as one of the foremost
guitarists in the Twin Cities. He's shared the stage with Buddy Guy,
Lonnie Brooks, and Luther Allison, performing at local and national
events. With his adept vocals and flying fingers, Naughton expands
the definitions and expectations of music
in all its forms, and will leave you
wanting to hear more.

“With a shoot-from-the-hip Memphis attitude, and a STAX-busting
explosion of modern Blues vision, Ghost Town Blues Band

“The Ghost Town Blues Band has one foot in Memphis and the
other in New Orleans. The band is led by Matt Isbell (guitars,
harmonica, vocals, songwriting). The horn section, comprising Kevin
Houston (sax and vocals) and Suavo Jones (trombone and vocals),
gives GTBB a New Orleans vibe. The seven-piece band is rounded out
by Taylor Orr, (guitar and vocals), Cedric Taylor (keyboards),
Matt Karner (bass), and Preston McEwen (drums).

GTBB is famous for their exciting live performances. They
capitalize on their New Orleans connection by including covers,
segueing in and out of them like they do down in The Big Easy. ”

Not your grandpa’s blues band, the GTBB live show has been
captivating audiences in the U.S. and Canada with everything from a
second-line horn entrance, cigar box guitars, and electric push broom,
to Allman Brothers-style jams, and even a hip-hop trombonist. Horns,
harmonies and homegrown instruments, combined with an energetic
and roots-rich festival set, make Ghost Town Blues Band one of the
must-see live bands on the circuit today. McNeill behind the drums
along with Karner on the bass are a punishing rhythm section, backing
multi-instrumentalist/frontman Isbell’s raunchy cigar box guitar licks
and raspy "Dr. John-like, whiskey and gravel-soaked” vocals. The
grooves go from funky to “funk-nasty.”
